Movable shelves

All shelves are able to be moved to suitable positions.

Positioning the door shelves

In order to storage food or beverage with different size, the door shelves can be placed at different height.

Follow below process to adjust the shelves.

. Step 1. pull the shelf to be free.

« Step 2. Select suitable position and press the shelf to two convex plates until it is totally
blocked.

Vegetable Drawer

The drawer is suitable for storing fruit and vegetables. It can be pull out freely.

Thawing

Deep-frozen or frozen food, prior to be used, can be thawed in a fridge compartment or at room
temperature. Place the frozen food in a dish or bowl to avoid the flowing of condensate water when thaw it
in compartment.
